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ENTERTAINMENT 

Live music during cocktail reception or dinner

· Solo piano, piano accordion, guitarist, saxophone, harpist, 

· Duo of piano and bandoneon (a unique accordion-like instrument of legendary difficulty originally from Germany whose mournful sound embodies the very essence of tango).

· Duo of harp and flute playing classical music.  

· Quartet (flute, violin, viola, ‘cello) playing a varied repertoire of classical music, from the baroque to the romantic, as well as ragtime, arrangements of popular music and tango.

· Chamber ensemble.  Made up of regular musicians from the Colón Theatre orchestra, the ensemble, consisting of 1st and 2nd violins, viola and ‘cello, keyboard, French horn, and bassoon as well as a tenor and soprano, all in black tie concert dress, would perform a selection of well-known arias and duets from Verdi’s Rigoletto, Puccini’s Madame Butterfly and Bizet’s Carmen.  The programme lasts an hour and would be performed during dinner. 

· Jazz band.  

· A folklore group in gaucho dress, including the characteristic red ponchos from Salta, play music from the north of Argentina on traditional Andean instruments such as the bombo drum, quena flute, and charango lute.

· Evita.  A singer personifying Madonna’s Evita sings two of the hits from the Broadway hit musical of the same name accompanied on the piano and ‘cello.  

· Tango songs: A male singer will perform some of the best-known tangos rendered famous by Carlos Gardel during the Golden Days of Buenos Aires in the ‘30s.  

· Tango trio: A trio consisting of bandoneon, piano and bass perform the tangos and milongas first heard in the conventillos and bordellos at the turn of the century.  

Other entertainment: 

· Mime artistes, caricaturist and magician.  

· Salsa and the Caribbean: a group of 7 musicians play the top salsa and Caribbean music hits of the last few years while a pair of professional dancers perform all the right moves.  The programme consists of two shows of 40 minutes each.  

· Tango ballet: three pairs of dancers demonstrate the history of the tango from its first steps, when it was the exclusive domain of men while they waited for female company, to the more intricate footwork seen nowadays performed by men dancing with women.

Audience participation

· Pop group.  Four singers and two dancers perform the most popular hits of the ‘70s, ‘80s and ‘90s, including such chart-topping classics as Village People’s YMCA, Kool & the Gang’s Celebration, Gloria Estefan’s Party Time and You’re the one that I want from the musical Grease. This is designed to be a fun show conducted in English with the emphasis on getting the guests to join in.  

· Learn to salsa!:  A professional couple teach guests the basic steps and how to enjoy the infectious rhythms of Latin music, including the salsa, merengue and the rumba.
