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GOLF - Sierra de la Ventana (province of Buenos Aires)

This small mountain range rises unexpectedly out of the flat pampas some 550km south west of Buenos Aires, a natural reserve of rocky crags, meadows, waterfalls and streams which beckon to nature lovers and hill-walkers.  Its major attraction is the Window after which the area is named: a large natural opening in a rock which balances on the top of a mountain visible from the road and easily accessible for walkers of all ages and levels of fitness.  Gourmet specialities in the area include home-brewed beers as well as smoked cheeses, fish and game.  

Sierra de la Ventana Golf Course

The largest golf course in South America, (6672 yards) in the middle of captivating scenery, the course is surrounded by mountains, streams, and the peace and tranquillity of the countryside far from the bustle of the city.  The golfing greens are entirely natural with excellent slopes and wide fairways.
