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GOLF  -  Ushuaia

Founded in the late 1800s, Ushuaia is the capital of the desolate, sparsely-populated, mountainous and windswept triangular island of Tierra del Fuego which lies to the south of the Magellan Straits.  It is truly the city at the end of the world, lying on the northern shores of the Beagle Channel virtually on the tailbone of the Andes mountain range.

With views of the Chilean Andes, Mount Martial and Mount Susana, this golf journey only minutes from the Tierra del Fuego National Park takes you along the Pipo river, where trout are plentiful, past stands of ñire, lenga, and coihué southern beeches on tight fairways leading to tiny, top-hat putting surfaces.  It is a short and difficult 9-hole links course par 70 with 5611 yards.  Dangerous trees and tricky winds that pose the most problems while short greens and strong winds make it difficult to make par. The course is playable from September to April, and in summer months it can stay light for 20 hours a day.
