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GOLF - Lake District - Bariloche

Snowy Andean peaks, majestic deep blue and emerald lakes fed by an infinite number of ice-cold rivers, never-ending forests home to deer, puma and the Andean condor make up some of the most beautiful postcards in Patagonia, and for that matter, the world.  Bariloche, the Nahuel Huapi lake and its environs, are a haven of natural beauty, a delight throughout the seasons, offering activities for all the family all year round, from walking to water sports, horse-riding, paragliding and skiing.  

Bariloche is one of Argentina’s main tourism centres, offering a wide choice of activities which promise an unforgettable experience of nature at its most unspoilt.  Nestling in the heart of the Nahuel Huapi National Park, the city has a hotel and gastronomic infrastructure with a long history of hospitality, where you can enjoy Swiss fondue, hand-made chocolates and a succulent variety of wild game from deer to boar washed down with the excellent Argentine wines that have made a name for themselves the world over.  From the city you can explore the mountains and lakes on foot, bike, canoe or horseback as well as discover the myths and legends which are so much a part of Argentine colonial history.   

The Llao Llao Hotel & Resort

Located 22 miles from the Bariloche airport and 17 miles from the main ski centre Cerro Catedral, the hotel was built in 1940 by the well-known architect Ezequiel Bustillo and extensively renovated in 1993.  The broad windows look out onto the Nahuel Huapi National Park, amidst an extraordinary setting of crystal blue lakes, snow-capped mountains and unexplored forests.  In addition to an indoor pool and two tennis and paddle courts, the hotel has its own marina open from March to October where guests can enjoy canoeing, sailing or windsurfing as well as an 18-hole golf course.  

The challenging 18-hole course par 70  spreads over acres of green and hilly countryside surrounded by stunning views wherever you turn.  Its sloping fairways, impressive greens and bunkers as well as its many doglegs and tight fairways demand great accuracy from the players, although it is accessible for those of all handicaps.

Arelauquen Golf & Country Club 

Built amongst mountains, lakes, waterfall and fountains.  This Par 70 Golf course boasts views of Cerro Otto, Cerro Catedaral and the Crystalline blue Lake Guitierrez. 

Chapelco Golf Resort
