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GOLF - ITINERARY - FOUR SEASONS - CARMELO 

Four seasons resort golf course

Designed to be the number one course in South America, specialists wax lyrical about the beauty of its natural setting among the gentle rolling hills with its many placid lakes, glorious flowers and other attractive trees and bushes.  The course was designed by an international team from the prestigious firm American Golf Course Design LTDA who included details worthy of appreciation from true experts, such as the quality of the putting green, challenging white sand bunkers and lakes that play with perspective and seem to expand the longer you look at them.  
Day 1

Transfer from hotel in Buenos Aires to the pier to board the hydrofoil to Colonia in Uruguay.  Full customs and immigration procedures are observed so all relevant identity documents and visas are necessary.  

After a short 1 hour trip the hydrofoil arrives at Colonia and there is the opportunity to visit the old part of the city as well as have lunch at a typical restaurant.

Colonia del Sacramento

Founded by the Portuguese in 1680, the town’s architecture is reminiscent of the old quarter of Oporto or Lisbon   It can easily be visited on foot, and the best place to start is at the Puerta de la Ciudadela, the gate to the old fort which lies beyond a wooden bridge over a dry moat.  Inaugurated in 1745 during the reign of the Portuguese governor Vasconcellos who was primarily responsible for the construction of the city, it is a point of considerable historic interest.  

The surrounding square is also supremely photogenic, not least in spring time when the floss silk and ceibo trees break into tumultuous red, pink and orange flowers.  The peace and tranquillity of the Calle de los Suspiros, the lane of sighs, are undisturbed by any traffic other than a mule or a bicycle, and it is easy to imagine the black slaves of yore going about their day’s work or banging out the candombé, their complicated African-inspired dancing rhythms on large drums, which are still performed today.  

In the distance stands the lighthouse next to the ruins of the Franciscan convent, while many ancient colonial houses along the pretty cobble-stoned streets are open to the public, such as Casa Nacarello, now a museum as well as the Casa del Virrey.  There are many museums to choose from, housed in the cool splendour of restored mansions, such as the Portuguese Museum, the Tile Museum and the Indigenous Museum.  Other points worth visiting are the church, which has withstood successive onslaughts from warring armies through the ages and is a rich repository of this country’s chequered history, about which more information can be found at the Regional Archives.  

Transfer to the Four Seasons Resort at Carmelo – 1 hour drive

A small-scale and relaxing resort in the quiet Uruguayan countryside, this stunning Balinese-style lodge with 44 luxurious bungalows and duplex suites nestles among the whispering pines and eucalyptus trees on the banks of the River Plate.  Exquisitely designed with understated elegance with a 5-star service that is both discreet and warm, the resort has a distinctly Asian feel to it, enhanced by the airy high-beamed architecture and the holistic spa services on offer.  Each bungalow has a private garden, wood-burning fireplace, large Jacuzzi-tub and a separate guest bathroom.  The beautifully-scented South American Lapacho and Viraro woods were used to cover the walls throughout the resort and also for the custom-designed furniture. Four-poster beds can be found in the bi-level Suites, while the bungalows offer hand-carved beds. The rooms are accented with woven and embroidered wall tapestries, rugs from Uruguay and cosy banquettes. In-room features include a large, well-lit wardrobe closet, satellite TV, CD player, espresso machine, mini bar and three, two-line telephones. During the colder months, the staff lights and maintains each guest’s wood-burning fireplace.

The poolside Pura Restaurant, the resort’s main dining room, features an indoor barbecue pit where Argentine beef is grilled.  Guests can enjoy cocktails in the candle-lit Mandara Bar, or dine in their own private dining room, designed to resemble a Moroccan retreat. Coffee, tea and afternoon scones are served in the Shiva Lounge. Poolside lunches are also available.

Activities include a full-service Asian spa, a marvellous retreat inspired by the Asian philosophies of holistic well-being, swimming pool (inside and out) , biking, canoeing, horseback riding, tennis and fishing.
