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ESTANCIAS – CORDOBA 

Estancia Los Potreros.  

Estancia Los Potreros is a 6,000 acre working cattle ranch and has remained in the same Anglo-Argentine family for four generations. It lies in a secluded spot on the heights of the Sierra Chicas at an altitude of 3,000 feet, located between the pampas and the Andes in the heart of the Cordoba region. Known for their breathtaking views and healthy climate, the higher lands of the Cordoba hills are covered in long straw-like grass called ‘paja brava’. At lower altitudes, the lush vegetation attracts many hundreds of species of birds and other wildlife which you can see from your saddle. From early spring to autumn the pastures are carpeted with an abundance of wild flowers and herbs, such as chamomile, thyme, oregano and mint.

The estancia’s main house is a traditional Cordoba farmhouse and all seven bedrooms with private bathrooms are authentically decorated with charm and elegance.  The house was built around a large grass patio from which guests can admire the beautiful gardens and hills beyond. Separate from the house, the swimming pool commands excellent views of the surroundings and the activities on the farm. The  cooks use home-grown produce from the farm to conjure up delicious meals for all tastes.  

The estancia also boasts a polo field and riders are welcome to ‘stick and ball’ with informal instruction from the owners. Polo is more for the keen novice than the high goal player, though by the end of your stay you may enjoy a chukka or two.
The estancia is known for its exceptional horses. All bred on the estate, they are well-mannered, responsive and sure-footed Criollos or Paso Peruanos with some crossbreeds. The unique Peruano, unlike any other horse, can take you at a canter speed whilst still walking. Riding is usually centred on estancia life with a huge variety of rides around the estancia including the occasional overnight excursions. Helping the gauchos in their daily work is a truly memorable experience and brings with it the very best traditions of Argentina.  

There are also plenty of other activities to choose from, including walking, picnics and wine tasting to swimming, bird watching and stargazing. 
Estancia La Paz

The property is a historic estancia which once originally belonged to Julio Argentino Roca, twice president of Argentina (1880-1886 and 1898-1904). From 1870 until the late 1930’s, Estancia La Paz played host to many of the key developments in the country’s social and political life, dominated by a group of intellectuals known as the 1880 generation responsible for introducing profound changes which gave birth to the middle classes, which in those times set Argentina apart from the rest of Latin America. 

In those days President Roca, who enjoyed spending time away from the capital, adopted La Paz as his personal refuge, not only for his own relaxation but also as a place to meet with some of the most important politicians of the day to discuss state affairs. His only son, who later became Governor of the Province of Córdoba and subsequently elected vice-president (1932-1938) also chose La Paz as his favourite place to live after his father’s death in 1914.

The magnificent house now offers guests all the warmth and hospitality of a family home plus the service of a five-star hotel. It has 23 bedrooms with private bathrooms which are all centrally heated with telephone and room service, while business meetings can be held in the drawing room and art gallery. The staff speak fluent English and German  Activities include: horse-back riding around the grounds, suitable for beginner rides while for the more experienced there are opportunities to range up into the hills; riding in a horse-drawn carriage down tree-lined avenues along the lake shores; angling for carp and pejerrey fish and boating on the lake that feeds the Ascochinga river; swimming in the Olympic-sized pool built by president Roca; walking through the parklands designed by Charles Thays, the legendary French landscape gardener; bird watching along the banks of the river or in the wooded park where centuries’ old trees and hundreds of hectares of scrub give shelter to a myriad of migratory and non-migratory bird species; sightseeing, including visits to Jesuit estancias and settlements, prime examples of colonial baroque architecture.  

Estancia La Paz has two polo fields which have a magnificent view of the Sierras and plays host to the traditional “Estancia La Paz” tournaments; the “Challenger Cup”, “Gobernación de Córdoba” and “Presidente Julio Argentino Roca” Cups are played in these grounds every year.  Those guests who are interested in taking part in this fascinating sport can do so and attend clinics and intensive courses in polo between the months of October and May. Polo matches can also be arranged with local players who often use these polo fields.  Many also come to La Paz to acquire one of the ponies which have been bred and trained on the premises.

Estancia Dos Lunas

3000 hectares of untouched wilderness to be discovered and enjoyed on horseback or on foot, Estancia Dos Lunas is a haven of peace and natural beauty, a place in which to relax and simply contemplate the harmony of the surrounding landscape.  

Dos Lunas is in Ongamira, some 2 hours from the city of Córdoba and an ideal base from which to visit other tourist attractions such as the Uritorco mountain, under which local legend has it lies a city of extra-terrestrials who once inhabited the earth and who still receive visits from UFOs from time to time, or the amazingly preserved Jesuit convent of Santa Catalina.  

Everything at Estancia Dos Lunas has been designed to near perfection: 8 spacious and comfortable bedrooms decorated with rustic charm, each with its own fireplace; the luminous and roomy drawing room and the homey kitchen where breakfast is served with home-made bread and jams and outside, simple gardens and a large pool in which to relax and chill out.
