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TANGO 

1 day programme

The session begins at 16.00 with an introductory presentation of tango, its roots and history with practical demonstrations to show how the dance evolved.   This is followed by a tango lesson with an experienced local instructor.

At 19.00 there is a group practice with some local dancers which gives participants the chance to try out their new-found skills, followed by a short break for refreshment in the form of a picada, a glass of wine or beer accompanied by local smoked hams, cheeses and olives.

The milonga starts at about 20.30, a totally authentic activity where local tango–lovers of all ages and walks of life gather together to share their passion for the music and participants are very welcome to join in and dance with the locals.  Other dance rhythms such as the fox-trot, salsa and rock n’ roll are interspersed with the tango melodies.  Instructors will be on hand to ensure that everybody gets as much as possible out of the evening.  

Although the return to the hotel is scheduled for midnight, those who wish may stay on and make their own arrangements to return.  The group will be accompanied by a host who will pick them up from their hotels and stay with them until they return to the hotel at midnight.  

3-day programme

Activities include getting to know Buenos Aires, private lessons, group lessons, visits to milongas and to shows, although these may be tailored to suit the requirements of the group and its participants.  The programme also includes sufficient free time for participants to enjoy other excursions.

Private lesson

Milongas
